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Public and Private Sector
Fraud Projections

hen this issue of Profiler Magazine went to press, health

care reform was still under intense debate nationwide
and no resolution appeared forthcoming. Any adopted reform
measure will drastically change the future public health expen-
ditures and fraud loss estimates for decades to come. Without
a clear picture of the reform ahead it is difficult to accurately
project future health care spending patterns and fraud losses
with any degree of certainty. However, expenditure and fraud
loss increases are expected across the board as up to 45
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million more Americans receive health care coverage.

Excluding added health spending for reform
measures (simply too early to tell), total fraud loss projections
could eclipse $262 billion in 2010. A closer look at this number
reveals private insurance carriers stand to lose up to $137
billion in fraudulent payments while Medicare and Medicaid
fraud exposure could reach nearly $125 billion. These
staggering numbers point to the need for a timely resolution
on reform and anti-fraud technology.
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
